. Be drained of fuel or arrive with minimum fuel (filling or emptying tanks inside the hall is strictly prohibited at any time).

. Have the battery removed or the battery leads disconnected at all terminals, or permanently isolated and made safe before public
enter the vehicle.

. Have a drip tray positioned underneath the vehicle

. Have a lockable petrol cap (if applicable)

. Be positioned within the boundaries of the stand so that any protrusions, doors, tails lifts etc do not infringe the stand perimeter.

. Any opening part of the vehicle must open within your stand and not into a gangway

. Have a safe level of fuel — some post 1984 cars are more dangerous when empty.

. Once the vehicle is in position on your stand you must disconnect the battery unless the vehicle safety measures will be affected (such
as on bi-fuel vehicles) this MUST be identified to the Operations team.

. Have a lockable petrol cap

. Be positioned within the boundaries of the stand so that any protrusions, doors, tails lifts etc do not infringe the stand perimeter.

. Any opening part of the vehicle must open within your stand and not into a gangway

. Adhere to instructions by Traffic & Security departments at all times.

Please be aware that all of the above points are legal requirements as well as requirements of the e-guide and regular checks will be carried
out throughout the show by a Health and Safety Officer.
