· Has led to better value and quantifiable financial savings
· Has spread or is potentially replicable and scalable
· Improves ability to utilise data from across the health and care system
· Involves close collaboration across all key partners, commissioners, providers, local government, etc.
· Deploys appropriate technology to improve outcomes and efficiency
· Has cross-organisation and cross-sector impact
