USE OF EQUIPMENT

Providing that this condition is met, Olympia London (the venue) permits the recording, editing, televising, repeating and marketing use of any filmed material of the interior, exterior and permanent contents of the venue only.

· Written permission must be obtained from the organiser of the event(s) currently in tenancy prior to any filming taking place.  This shall be provided in conjunction with this form.

· The venue must be indemnified against all costs or damages claimed by any third party in respect of any loss, claim or proceedings arising under statute or common law for personal injury and/or death of any person, or loss or damage to property caused by the omission or fault of the production company personnel.

· The production company may own all rights to the filmed/recorded material and retain the right to exploit the material in any way, in all media, for the full period of copyright.

VEHICLES & ACCESS
