And
which does so in full colour or staking all on moving it later, piling it up and changing the course of
things.

The polypropylene chairs lend freshness to the space, and, thanks to their easy maintenance, they
are suitable for high-turnover places such as cafeterias, conference rooms, outdoor terraces,
meeting rooms, etc. Its extensive range of modern, cheerful colours can be integrated with
personality ininnumerable spaces.

As for the upholstered chairs, they have a structure and a shell the same as that in the
polypropylene version with the novelty of a backrest lined at the front. It is a fabric with a distinctive
visual effect. Horizontal stripes make up the most striking and graphic element; this is ideal for
larger designs and surfaces.
