Furniture packaging
Through our supply chain we ensure that 

our packaging is minimal and easy to recycle 
or compost after furnishings are safely installed. 

We have adopted the practice of wrapping pieces 
in thick blankets and then reusing the blankets 

for future shipments. Wool in particular 
offers great protection for the furniture 

and lasts for a long time.

The days of cutting wires from reels  
and throwing it away post show 
are long behind us. In short, 
SmartWire represents the 
biggest leap forward for 
exhibition electrics 
in the United 
Kingdom in the 
last 20 years.

Re-used & re-loved 
We believe that everything 
can be loved again, and 
the same goes for our 
furniture and metalwork. 
Our furniture is hired out 
many times during its 
lifespan, and metal work 
from shell scheme or Made-
Ready stands is re-usable for 
years to come. We choose 
material that are durable 
and reconfigurable,  
allowing the most use. 
Once it comes to the end 
of the product life, it is then 
recycled to be used again!

Food waste is separated on site and 
taken four miles to the Severn

on to local farmers as fertiliser.
